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QUESTIONS:

READ BIBLE VERSE
It is far too easy to let the world tell us who we are. Somewhere between 

our GPA not being high enough, our posts not being liked enough, and our 
ex being a little too okay without us, we can easily feel our worth diminished 
by not meeting the demands of the systems around us. Everyone has times in 
life when they feel they are incapable, unworthy, or just weak. No matter how 
insufficient we feel, the world does not hold the power to tell us who we are, 
and truthfully, neither do we.
