As a Pastor’s kid, (Abi Hilpert here) one of the things I did not sign up for 
but received was the opportunity to move around and travel to many places. 
Through my father’s line of work, I have lived in Missouri, Nevada, Hawaii, 
Maryland, and Texas. I couldn’t tell you, though, how many cities, states, or 
countries I have also visited for ministry-related events or vacations. One 
thing that traveling and moving has taught me is that starting over can be 
scary, but God is always with me. Even in the toughest of moves from Hawaii 
to Maryland when I was 16, God was with me and watched over my family. 
I’m not sure if you know what it’s like, maybe you do, but it was super hard 
to have to move during high school from a small private school to the largest 
public school I have ever seen. Oh, better yet, that move happened during 
COVID too.
